Drama
Drama ADA201
Grade 10 Open

This course provides opportunities for students to explore dramatic forms, conventions,
and techniques. Students will explore a variety of dramatic sources from various cultures
and representing a range of genres. Students will use the elements of drama in cre-
ating and communicating through dramatic works. Students will assume responsibility
for decisions made in the creative and collaborative processes and will reflect on their
experiences.

Prerequisite: None

Drama ADA3M1

Grade 11 Open

This course requires students to create and perform dramatic presentations. Students
will analyze, interpret, and perform dramatic works from various cultures and time per-
iods. Students will research various acting styles and conventions that could be used in
their presentations, and analyze the functions of playwrights, directors, actors, design-
ers, technicians, and audiences.

Prerequisite: ADA101 or ADA201

Drama ADA4AM1

Grade 12 University/College

This course requires students to experiment individually and collaboratively with forms
and conventions of both drama and theatre from various cultures and time periods. Stu-
dents will interpret dramatic literature and other text and media sources while learning
about various theories of directing and acting. Students will examine the significance
of dramatic arts in various cultures, and will analyse how the knowledge and skills de-
veloped in drama are related to their personal skills, social awareness, and goals beyond
secondary school.

MUSIC

Instrumental Band

Music - Instrumental Band AMI201

Grade 10 Open

This course emphasizes the creation and performance of music at a beginner level-
and although there is no prerequisite, AMI101 is recommended. Students will continue
to develop musical literacy skills and performance skills on a woodwind, brass, or
percussion instrument. Students will continue to develop an understanding of the
elements of music, musical terminology, and the foundation of theory and apply these
concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative activities in sectionals and full ensemble
work continue to be a major focus in this course.

Prerequisite: None (AMI101 Strongly Recommended)

Music - Instrumental Band AMI3M1

Grade 11 University/College

This course is a continuation of the AMI201 course. This course emphasizes the creation
and performance of music at an intermediate level. Students will continue to develop
musical literacy skills and upper level performance skills on a woodwind, brass, or per-
cussion instrument in ensemble and solo work. Students will continue to develop an
understanding of the elements of music, musical terminology, the foundation of theory,
and dynamic nuance and apply these concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative ac-
tivities in sectionals, sectional leadership opportunities, and full ensemble work continue
to be a major focus in this course. Concert Band and Jazz arrangements will be studied.
Prerequisite: AMI101/201

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

Music - Instrumental Band AMI4M1

Grade 12 University/College

This course is a continuation of the AMI3MI course. This course emphasizes the cre-
ation and performance of music at an advanced level in both Concert Band and
Jazz genres. Students will continue to develop musical literacy skills and upper
level performance skills on a woodwind, brass, or percussion instrument in
ensemble and solo work. Students will continue to develop an understanding of the ele-
ments of music, musical terminology, the foundation of theory, and dynamic nuance and
apply these concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative activities in sectionals, section-
al leadership opportunities, and full ensemble work continue to be a major focus in this
course.

Prerequisite: AMI3M1

Guitar

Music - Guitar AMG201
Grade 10 Open

This course emphasizes the creation and performance of music at a beginner level. Stu-
dents will develop musical literacy skills and performance skills on acoustic guitar. Stu-
dents will develop an understanding of musical terminology and the foundation of theory
and apply these concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative activities in sectionals and
full ensemble work will be a major focus in this class. Students will learn how to read music
and finger pick melody as well as shaping chords. Solo and collaborative work will be
major focuses in this course.

Prerequisite: None. Students should have their own guitars.

Music - Guitar AMG301

Grade 11 Open

This course develops students’ musical literacy through performance and the preparation
and presentation of music productions. Students will perform works at a level consistent
with previous experience. Independently and collaboratively, students will use current
technology and the creative and critical analysis processes to plan, produce, present, and
market musical productions. Students will respond to, reflect on, and analyse music from
various genres and periods, and they will develop skills transferable to other aspects of
their life and their careers.

Prerequisite: AMG101 or AMG201. Students should have their own guitars.

Music - Guitar AMG4M1

Grade 12 University/College

This course emphasizes the creation and performance of music at an advanced level. Stu-
dents will continue to develop musical literacy skills and upper level performance skills on
the guitar in ensemble and solo work. Students will continue to develop an understand-
ing of the elements of music, musical terminology, the foundation of theory, and dynamic
nuance and apply these concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative activities in sec-
tionals, sectional leadership opportunities, and full ensemble work continue to be a major
focus in this course.

Prerequisite: AMG301. Students should have their own guitars.

Strings

Music - Strings AMS201

Grade 10 Open

This course is a continuation of the AMS201 course. Students will continue to develop
musical performance skills on a violin, viola, cello, or upright bass in ensemble and solo
work. This course provides students with opportunities to develop their musical literacy
through the creation, appreciation, analysis, and performance of music, including tradition-
al, commercial, and art music. Students will apply the creative process when performing
appropriate technical exercises and repertoire and will employ the critical analysis pro-
cesses when reflecting on, responding to, and analyzing live and recorded performances.
Students will consider the function of music in society and the impact of music on individ-
uals and communities. They will explore how to apply skills developed in music to their
life and careers.

Prerequisite: None (AMS101 Strongly Recommended)
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Music - Strings AMS3M1

Grade 11 Open

This course is a continuation of the AMS201 course. Students will continue to develop
musical performance skills on a violin, viola, cello, or upright bass in ensemble and solo
work. This course provides students with opportunities to develop traditional, commer-
cial, and art music. Students will apply the creative process when performing appropriate
technical exercises and repertoire and will employ the critical analysis processes when
reflecting on, responding to, and analyzing live and recorded performances. Students will
consider the function of music in society and the impact of music on individuals and com-
munities. They will explore how to apply skills developed in music to their life and careers.
Prerequisite: AMS101/201

Music - Strings AMS4M1

Grade 12 University/College

This course is a continuation of the AMS3M1 course. This course emphasizes the cre-
ation and performance of music at an advanced level. Students will continue to develop
musical literacy skills and upper level performance skills on a violin, viola, cello, or
upright bass in ensemble and solo work. Students will continue to develop an under-
standing of the elements of music, musical terminology, the foundation of theory, and
dynamic nuance and apply these concepts in a range of activities. Collaborative activ-
ities in sectionals, sectional leadership opportunities, and full ensemble work continue
to be a major focus in this course.

Repertoire
Music - Repertoire (Outside of school hours.) AMR201
Grade 10 Open

This is an introductory practical, collaborative repertoire course in which Concert
Band/Orchestra repertoire is the focus and a massive number of charts of increasing
difficulty is learned, rehearsed, and performed. It is designed to be taken with the co
requisite course AMI101, AMI201, AMS101, AMS201 or by department permission.
Through regular attendance at rehearsals, sectionals, and home practice, students
successfully meet the requirements for this course. An introduction to upper level
performance ideas and mechanics of producing great sound, and strong evidence of
personal practice commitment are integral parts of this course. Performances and
events outside of regular school hours are required. Students are provided with
opportunities to develop their musical literacy through the creation, appreciation, analy-
sis, and performance of music. Students will apply the creative process when performing
appropriate technical exercises and repertoire and will employ the critical analysis pro-
cesses when reflecting on, responding to, and analyzing their performances.
Prerequisite: AMI101/201, AMS101/201

Music - Repertoire (Outside of school hours.) AMR3M1

Grade 11 University/College

This is a practical, collaborative repertoire course in which Concert Band/Orchestra
repertoire is the focus and a massive number of charts of increasing difficulty is learn-
ed, rehearsed, and performed. It is designed to be taken with the co-requisite course
AMI3M/AMI4M or AMS3M/AMS4M or by department permission. Through regular at-
tendance at rehearsals, sectionals, and home practice, students successfully meet the
requirements for this course. A growing knowledge and application of upper level per-
formance ideas and strong evidence of personal practice commitment are integral parts
of this course. Performances and events outside of reqular school hours are required.
Students are provided with opportunities to develop their musical literacy through the
creation, appreciation, analysis, and performance of music. Students will apply the cre-
ative process when performing appropriate technical exercises and repertoire and will
employ the critical analysis processes when reflecting on, responding to, and analysing
their performances.

Prerequisite: AMI201, AMS201, AMR201

Music - Repertoire (Outside of school hours.) AMR4M1

Grade 12 University/College

This is a practical, collaborative repertoire course in which Concert Band/Orchestra
repertoire is the focus and a massive number of charts of increasing difficulty is learn-
ed, rehearsed, and performed. It is designed to be taken with the co-requisite course
AMI3M/4M or AMS3M/4M or by department permission. Through regular attendance at
rehearsals, sectionals, and home practice, students successfully meet the requirements
for this course.

Students will apply the creative process when per-
forming appropriate technical exercises and repertoire and will employ the critical an-
alysis processes when reflecting on, responding to, and analysing their performances.

Prerequisite: AMI3M1, AMR3M1, AMS3M1
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Visual Arts

Visual Arts AVI201

Grade 10 Open

This course enables students to develop their skills in producing and presenting art by intro-
ducing them to new ideas, materials, and processes for artistic exploration and experimen-
tation. Students will apply the elements and principles of design when exploring the creative
process. Students will use the critical analysis process to reflect on and interpret art within
a personal, contemporary, and historical context. Projects in this course include acrylic and
watercolour painting, clay sculpture, printmaking, and drawing in a variety of media.
Prerequisite: None

Visual Arts AVI3M1/B

Grade 11 University/College/IB

This course enables students to further develop their knowledge and skills in visual arts.
Students will use the creative process to explore a wide range of themes through studio
work that may include drawing, painting, sculpting, and printmaking, as well as the creation
of collage, multimedia works, and works using emergent technologies. Students will use the
critical analysis process when evaluating their own work and the work of others. Projects in
this course include acrylic and watercolour painting, clay sculpture, printmaking, and draw-
ing in a variety of media.

Prerequisite: AVI101 or AVI201

Visual Arts AVI301

Grade 11 Open

This course focuses on studio activities in the visual arts, such as drawing, painting, sculp-
ture, photography, printmaking, collage, and/or multimedia art. Students will use the cre-
ative process to create art works that reflect a wide range of subjects and will evaluate
works using the critical analysis process. Students will also explore works of art within a
personal, contemporary, historical, and cultural context. Projects in this course include acryl-
ic and watercolour painting, clay sculpture, printmaking, and drawing in a variety of media.
Prerequisite: AVI101 or AVI201 or NAC101

Visual Arts: Photography AWQ3O0E

Grade 11- eLearning Open

In this course, students will learn about photography as an expressive art form. Design
theory as it relates to photography as an artistic medium is an essential component of this
course, and the history of art as it relates to photography will also be included. Students
will focus on an exploration of digital imaging and manipulation in their studio projects.
This course is recommended for students who, in addition to furthering their enjoyment in
the visual arts, wish to develop skills that relate strongly to the workplace, such as creative
problem solving, time management, organization, mentorship, and collaboration.
Prerequisite: None (Students must have their own digital camera or smartphone with
a camera.)

Visual Arts AVI4M1/B

Grade 12 University/College/IB

This course focuses on enabling students to refine their use of the creative process when
creating and presenting two- and three-dimensional art works using a variety of traditional
and emerging media and technologies. Students will use the critical analysis process to de-
construct art works and explore connections between art and society. The studio program
enables students to explore a range of materials, processes, and techniques that can be
applied in their own art production. Students will also make connections between various
works of art in personal, contemporary, historical, and cultural contexts. Projects in this
course include acrylic and watercolour painting, clay sculpture, printmaking, and drawing
in a variety of media.

Prerequisite: AVI3M1/B or AVI301

Visual Arts AVI4E1

Grade 12 Workplace

This course focuses on a practical approach to a variety of art and design projects related to
the workplace. Students will use the creative process to produce a traditional and/or digital
portfolio of their work in various media. Students will focus on various aspects of visual
arts, including advertising, clay ceramics, fashion design, acrylic and watercolour painting,
printmaking, and drawing in a variety of media.

Prerequisite: AVI3M1 or AVI301



BUSINESS STUDIES
Accounting

Financial Accounting Fundamentals BAF3ME

Grade 11 - elearning University/College

This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and procedures of
accounting. Students will develop financial analysis and decision-making skills that
will assist them in future studies and/or career opportunities in business. Students will
acquire an understanding of accounting for a service and a merchandising business,
computerized accounting, financial analysis, and ethics and current issues in accounting.
Prerequisite: None

Business
Launching and Leading a Business BEP201
Grade 10 Open

This course introduces students to the world of business and what is required to be suc-
cessful, ethical, and responsible in today’s economy. Students will develop the know-
ledge and skills needed to be an entrepreneur who knows how to respond to local and
global market opportunities. Throughout the course, students will explore and under-
stand the responsibility of managing different functions of a business. This includes ac-
counting, marketing, information and communication technology, financial management,
human resources, and production.

Prerequisite: None

Entrepreneurial Studies

Entrepreneurship: The Venture BDI3C1

Grade 11 College

This course focuses on ways in which entrepreneurs recognize opportunities, generate
ideas, and organize resources to plan successful ventures that enable them to achieve
their personal goals. Students will create a venture plan for a student-run school-based
or summer business. Through hands-on experiences, students will have opportunities to
develop the values, traits, and skills most often associated with successful entrepreneurs.

Prerequisite: None

International Business

International Business Fundamentals
International Business Fundamentals - eLearning BBB4ME

Grade 12 University/College

This course provides an overview of the importance of international business and trade
in the global economy and explores the factors that influence success in international
markets. Students will learn about the techniques and strategies associated with market-
ing, distribution, and managing international business effectively. This course prepares
students for post secondary programs in business, including international business, mar-
keting, and management.

Prerequisite: None

BBB4M1

Business Leadership

Business Leadership Management BOH4ME

Grade 12 - eLearning University/College

This course focuses on the development of leadership skills used in managing a success-
ful business. Students will analyse the role of a leader in business, with a focus on deci-
sion making, management of group dynamics, workplace stress and conflict, motivation
of employees, and planning. Effective business communication skills, ethics, and social
responsibility are also emphasized.

Prerequisite: None

Marketing: Goods, Services, Events BMI3CE

Grade 11- eLearning College

This course introduces the fundamental concepts of product marketing,which includes
the marketing of goods,services,and events. Students will examine how trends,issues,-
global economic changes,and information technology influence consumer buying habits.
Students will engage in marketing research,develop marketing strategies,and produce a
marketing plan for a product of their choice.

Prerequisite: None

CANADIAN AND WORLD STUDIES

Civics (Politics)

Civics & Citizenship CHV205

Grade 10 (1/2 credit) Open

This course explores rights and responsibilities associated with being an active citizen
in a democratic society. Students will explore issues of civic importance such as healthy
schools, community planning, environmental responsibility, and the influence of social
media, while developing their understanding of the role of civic engagement and of pol-
itical processes in the local, national, and/or global community. Students will apply the
concepts of political thinking and the political inquiry process to investigate, and express
informed opinions about, a range of political issues and developments that are both of
significance in today’s world and of personal interest to them.

Prerequisite: None

Geography

Travel and Tourism: A Regional Geographic Perspective CGG3OE

Grade 11- eLearning Open

This course focuses on issues related to travel and tourism within and between various
regions of the world. Students will investigate unique environmental, sociocultural, eco-
nomic, and political characteristics of selected world regions. They will explore travel
patterns and trends as well as tensions related to tourism, and will predict future tourism
destinations. Students will apply the concepts of geographic thinking and the geographic
inquiry process, including spatial technologies, to investigate the impact of the travel
industry on natural environments and human communities.

Prerequisite: CGC1W1/B

World Issues: A Geographic Analysis CGW4UB

Grade 12 University IB

In this course, students will address the challenge of creating a more sustainable and
equitable world. They will explore issues involving a wide range of topics, including eco-
nomic disparities, threats to the environment, globalization, human rights, and quality
of life, and will analyse government policies, international agreements, and individual
responsibilities relating to them. Students will apply the concepts of geographic thinking
and the geographic inquiry process, including the use of spatial technologies, to investi-
gate these complex issues and their impacts on natural and human communities around
the world.

Prerequisite: Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian
and world studies, English, or social sciences and humanities

History

Canadian History since World War | CHC2D1/B

Grade 10 Academic/IB

This course explores social, economic, and political developments and events and their
impact on the lives of different individuals, groups, and communities, including First Na-
tions, Métis, and Inuit individuals and communities, in Canada since 1914. Students will
examine the role of conflict and cooperation in Canadian society, Canada’s evolving role
within the global community, and the impact of various individuals, organizations, and
events on identities, citizenship, and heritage in Canada. Students will develop an under-
standing of some of the political developments and government policies that have had
a lasting impact on First Nations, Métis, and Inuit individuals and communities. They will
develop their ability to apply the concepts of historical thinking and the historical inquiry
process, including the interpretation and analysis of evidence, when investigating key
issues and events in Canadian history since 1914.

Prerequisite: None

Canadian History since World War | CHC2P1

Grade 10 Applied

This course focuses on the social context of historical developments and events and how
they have affected the lives of people in Canada, including First Nations, Métis, and Inuit
individuals and communities, since 1914. Students will explore interactions between vari-
ous communities in Canada as well as contributions of individuals and groups to heritage
and identities in Canada. Students will develop an understanding of some key political
developments and government policies that have had an impact on First Nations, Métis,
and Inuit individuals and communities. They will develop their ability to apply the con-
cepts of historical thinking and the historical inquiry process, including the interpretation
and analysis of evidence, when investigating the continuing relevance of historical de-
velopments and how they have helped shape communities in present-day Canada.
Prerequisite: None
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World History to the End of the Fifteenth Century CHW3M1/B

Grade 11 University/College/IB

This course explores the history of various societies and civilizations around the world,
from earliest times to around 1500 CE. Students will investigate a range of factors that
contributed to the rise, success, and decline of various ancient and pre-modern societies
throughout the world and will examine life in and the cultural and political legacy of these
societies. Students will extend their ability to apply the concepts of historical thinking and
the historical inquiry process, including the interpretation and analysis of evidence, when
investigating social, political, and economic structures and historical forces at work in
various societies and in different historical eras.

Prerequisite: CHC2D1/B or 2P1

World History since the Fifteenth Century CHY4U1/B

Grade 12 University/IB

This course traces major developments and events in world history since approximately
1450. Students will explore social, economic, and political changes, the historical roots of
contemporary issues, and the role of conflict and cooperation in global interrelationships.
They will extend their ability to apply the concepts of historical thinking and the historical
inquiry process, including the interpretation and analysis of evidence, as they investigate
key issues and ideas and assess societal progress or decline in world history.
Prerequisite: Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian
and world studies, English, or social sciences and humanities

Law
Understanding Canadian Law CLU3M1
Grade 11 University/College

This course explores Canadian law, with a focus on legal issues that are relevant to the
lives of people in Canada. Students will gain an understanding of laws relating to rights
and freedoms in Canada; our legal system; and family, contract, employment, tort, and
criminal law. Students will develop legal reasoning skills and will apply the concepts of
legal thinking and the legal studies inquiry process when investigating a range of legal
issues and formulating and communicating informed opinions about them.
Prerequisite: CHC2P1 or 2D1

Canadian and International Law CLN4UE

Grade 12 - eLearning University

This course explores a range of contemporary legal issues and how they are addressed
in both Canadian and international law. Students will develop an understanding of the
principles of Canadian and international law and of issues related to human rights and
freedoms, conflict resolution, and criminal, environmental, and workplace law, both in
Canada and internationally. Students will apply the concepts of legal thinking and the
legal studies inquiry process, and will develop legal reasoning skills, when investigating
these and other issues in both Canadian and international contexts.

Prerequisite: Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian
and world studies, English, or social sciences and humanities.

CLASSICAL AND INTERNATIONAL
LANGUAGES

Classical and International Languages - Spanish LWSBD1/B

Level 1 Academic/IB

This course provides opportunities for students to begin to develop and apply skills in
listening, speaking, reading, and writing in the language of study. Students will com-
municate and interact in structured activities, with a focus on matters of personal interest
and familiar topics and will read and write simple texts in the language. Throughout the
course, students will acquire an understanding and appreciation of diverse communities
in regions of the world where the language is spoken. They will also develop skills neces-
sary for lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: None

Classical and International Languages - Spanish LWSCU1/B

Level 2 University/IB

This course provides opportunities for students to increase their competence and confi-
dence in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in the language of study. Students will
communicate about academic and personally relevant topics in increasingly spontaneous
spoken interactions and will develop their creative and critical thinking skills through
exploring and responding to a variety of oral and written texts. Students will continue
to enrich their understanding and appreciation of diverse communities in regions of the
world where the language is spoken. They will also investigate personal and professional
contexts in which knowledge of the language is required and develop skills necessary for
lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: LWSBD1/B
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Classical and International Languages - Spanish LWSDU1/B

Level 3 University/IB

This course provides extended opportunities for students to communicate and interact in
the language of study in a variety of social and academic contexts. Students will refine and
enhance their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills, as well as their creative and
critical thinking skills, as they explore and respond to a variety of oral and written texts,
including complex authentic and adapted texts. They will also broaden their understanding
and appreciation of diverse communities where the language is spoken, and develop skills
necessary for lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: LWSCU1/B

COMPUTER STUDIES

Digital Technology and Innovations in the Changing World 1ICD201

Grade 10 Open

Learn to design and program computer games using industry leading game development
software. This course helps students develop cutting-edge digital technology and com-
puter programming skills that will support them in contributing to and leading the global
economic, scientific and societal innovations of tomorrow. Students will learn and apply
coding concepts and skills to build hands-on projects and investigate artificial intelligence,
cybersecurity, and other emerging digital technologies that connect to a wide range of
fields and careers. Using critical thinking skills with a focus on digital citizenship, students
will investigate the appropriate use and development of the digital technologies that they
encounter every day, as well as the benefits and limitations of these technologies.
Prerequisite: None

Introduction to Computer Science ICS3uU1

Grade 11 University

This course introduces students to computer science through the study of computer
games. Students will design games using industry-standard programming tools and by
applying the software development life-cycle model. They will also write and use sub-
programs within computer programs and develop creative solutions for various types of
programs and games as their understanding of computer science grows. They will also
explore emerging research in computer science, and global career trends in computer-re-
lated fields.

Prerequisite: None

Computer Science ICs4u1

Grade 12 University

This course enables students to further develop knowledge and skills in computer science
through the study of computer games. Students will use modular design principles to cre-
ate complex and fully documented programs, according to industry standards. Student
teams will manage a large software development project, from planning through to project
review. Students will also analyze algorithms for effectiveness. They will investigate eth-
ical issues in computing and further explore environmental issues, emerging technologies,
and computer-related careers.

Prerequisite: ICS3U1

ENGLISH

Compulsory Courses
English ENG2D1/B
Grade 10 Academic /IB

This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, reading, writing, and
media literacy skills that students need for success in their secondary school academic
programs and in their daily lives. Students will analyse literary texts from contemporary
and historical periods, interpret and evaluate informational and graphic texts, and create
oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on the
selective use of strategies that contribute to effective communication. This course is in-
tended to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 11 university or college preparation
course.

Prerequisite: ENG1D1/B

English ENG2P1

Grade 10 Applied

This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, reading, writing, and
media literacy skills that students need for success in secondary school and daily life.
Students will study and create a variety of informational, literary, and graphic texts. An
important focus will be on the consolidation of strategies and processes that help students
interpret texts and communicate clearly and effectively. This course is intended to prepare
students for the compulsory Grade 11 college or workplace preparation course.
Prerequisite: ENG1D1



English ENG2L1

Grade 10 Locally Developed

In this course, students focus on extending their literacy and communication skills to pre-
pare for success in their daily lives, in the workplace, in the English Grade 11 Workplace
course. The course is organized into strands that extend listening and talking skills, read-
ing and viewing skills, and writing skills. In all strands, the focus is on refining founda-
tional literacy skills and on using language clearly and accurately in a variety of authentic
contexts. Students build on their strategies and engage in the processes involved in
talking, listening, reading, viewing, writing and thinking, and reflect regularly upon their
growth in these areas.

Prerequisite: ENGIL1

English: Understanding Contemporary First Nations, NBE3U1/E

Métis, and Inuit Voices

Grade 11 University/eLearning

This course explores the themes, forms, and stylistic elements of a variety of literary,
informational, graphic, oral, cultural, and media text forms emerging from First Nations,
Métis, and Inuit cultures in Canada, and also examines the perspectives and influence of
texts that relate to those cultures. In order to fully understand contemporary text forms
and their themes of identity, relationship, and self-determination, sovereignty, or self-gov-
ernance, students will analyse the changing use of text forms by Indigenous authors/
creators from various periods and cultures in expressing ideas related to these themes.
Students will also create oral, written, and media texts to explore their own ideas and
understanding, focusing on the development of literacy, communication, and critical and
creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. The course is
intended to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 12 English university or college
preparation course.

Prerequisite: ENG2D1/B

English ENG3UB

Grade 11 University IB

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, and communication, and critical and
creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will
analyse challenging literary texts from various periods, countries and cultures, as well as
a range of informational and graphic texts, and create oral, written and media texts in a
variety of forms. An important focus will be on using language with precision and clarity
and incorporating stylistic devices appropriately and effectively. The course is intended
to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 12 university or college preparation course.
Prerequisite: ENG2DB

English: Understanding Contemporary First Nations, NBE3C1
Métis, and Inuit Voices
Grade 11 College

This course explores the themes, forms, and stylistic elements of literary, informational,
graphic, oral, cultural, and media text forms emerging from First Nations, Métis, and Inuit
cultures in Canada, and also looks at the perspectives and influences of texts that relate
to those cultures. In order to understand contemporary text forms and their themes of
identity, relationship, and self-determination, sovereignty, or self-governance, students
will study the use of text forms by Indigenous authors/creators from other periods in
expressing ideas related to these themes. Students will also create oral, written, and
media texts to explore their own ideas and understanding, focusing on the development
of literacy, communication, and critical and creative thinking skills necessary for success
in academic and daily life. The course is intended to prepare students for the compulsory
Grade 12 English college preparation course.

Prerequisite: ENG2P1

English ENG3E1

Grade 11 Workplace

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and critical and cre-
ative thinking skills necessary for success in the workplace and in daily life. Students will
study the content, form, and style of a variety of contemporary informational, graphic, and
literary texts; and create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms for practical
purposes. An important focus will be on using language clearly and accurately in a var-
iety of formal and informal contexts. The course is intended to prepare students for the
compulsory Grade 12 workplace preparation course.

Prerequisite: ENG2L1

English ENG4U1/B/E

Grade 12 - In Class or eLearning University/IB/eLearning
This course emphasizes consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical and cre-
ative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyse
a range of challenging literary texts from various periods, countries, and cultures; interpret
and evaluate informational and graphic texts; and create oral, written and media texts in a
variety of forms. An important focus will be on using academic language coherently and
confidently, selecting the reading strategies best suited to particular texts and particular
purposes for reading, and developing greater control in writing. The course is intended to
prepare students for university, college, or the workplace.

Prerequisite: ENG3UB or NBE3U1

English ENGA4C1

Grade 12 College

This course emphasizes consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical and cre-
ative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyse
a variety of informational and graphic texts, as well as literary texts from various countries
and cultures, and create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms for practical and
academic purposes. An important focus will be on using language with precision and clar-
ity and developing greater control in writing. The course is intended to prepare students
for college or the workplace.

Prerequisite: NBE3C1

English ENG4E1

Grade 12 Workplace

This course emphasizes the consolidation of literacy, communication, and critical and cre-
ative thinking skills necessary for success in the workplace and in daily life. Students will
analyse informational, graphic, and literary texts and create oral, written and media texts in
a variety of forms for workplace-related and practical purposes. An important focus will be
on using language accurately and organizing ideas and information coherently. The course
is intended to prepare students for the workplace and active citizenship.

Prerequisite: ENG3E1

Optional Courses

English: Media Studies EMS30E

Grade 11- eLearning University

This course emphasizes knowledge and skills that will enable students to understand
media communication in the twenty-first century and to use media effectively and respon-
sibly. Through analysing the forms and messages of a variety of media works and audience
responses to them, and through creating their own media works, students will develop
critical thinking skills, aesthetic and ethical judgement, and skills in viewing, representing,
listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

Prerequisite: ENG2P1 or ENG2D1

The Writer’s Craft EWCA4UE

Grade 12 - eLearning University

This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will
analyse models of effective writing; use a workshop approach to produce a range of works;
identify and use techniques required for specialized forms of writing; and identify effective
ways to improve the quality of their writing. They will also complete a major paper as part
of a creative or analytical independent study project and investigate opportunities for pub-
lication and for writing careers.

Prerequisite: ENG3U1/B or NBE3U1

Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course OLC401/E

Grade 12 Open/eLearning

This course is designed to help students acquire and demonstrate the cross-curricular
literacy skills that are evaluated by the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT).
Students who complete the course successfully will meet the provincial literacy require-
ment for graduation. Students will read a variety of informational, narrative, and graph-
ic texts and will produce a variety of forms of writing, including summaries, information
paragraphs, opinion pieces, and news reports. Students will also maintain and manage
a portfolio containing a record of their reading experiences and samples of their writing.
Eligibility Requirement: Students who have been eligible to write the OSSLT and who
have been unsuccessful at least once are eligible to take the course. (Students who
have already met the literacy requirement for graduation may be eligible to take the
course under special circumstances, at the discretion of the principal.)
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FIRST NATIONS, METIS, AND INUIT
LANGUAGES

Native Languages: Ojibwe LNOAO1

Level 1 Open

This course is open to the entire student body and will allow students who have no pri-
or Native language experience to develop an appreciation for a Native language and
culture, to explore and experience a unique world view, and to learn to speak a Native
language. Students will use the language being studied for greetings and daily routines,
become familiar with its writing and sound system, and practise basic vocabulary and
phrases. Students will also use information technology during course-related activities.
Prerequisite: None LNOBO1

Native Languages: Ojibwe LNOBO1

Level 2 Open

This course will enable students to experience the unique respect for life that permeates
Native languages and cultures. Students will expand their vocabulary and knowledge of
phrases and expressions, using them in simple dialogues, narrative writing, grammatical
constructions, and reading, and to exchange information electronically.

This course is open to any student who has successfully completed at least four
years of elementary Native language study, has successfully completed NL1, or dem-
onstrates the required proficiency.

Native Languages: Ojibwe LNOCO1

Level 3 Open

This course will provide students an opportunity to expand their knowledge of a Native
language and of Native philosophy, spirituality, and values, and to enhance their identity
and self- worth. Students will communicate by using a variety of phrases and expressions,
create short conversations, skits, stories, and narratives, use information technology, and
develop an aware- ness of the structural and functional workings of a Native language.
Prerequisite: LNOBO1 or with demonstrated proficiency.

FRENCH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE

Core French

Core French FSF2D1/B

Grade 10 Academic/IB

This course provides opportunities for students to communicate in French about per-
sonally relevant, familiar, and academic topics in real-life situations with increasing in-
dependence. Students will exchange information, ideas, and opinions with others in guid-
ed and increasingly spontaneous spoken interactions. Students will develop their skills
in listening, speaking, reading, and writing through the selective use of strategies that
contribute to effective communication. They will also increase their understanding and
appreciation of diverse French-speaking communities, and will develop skills necessary
for lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: FSFID1/B

Core French FSF3U1/B

Grade 11 University/IB

This course offers students extended opportunities to speak and interact in real-life situ-
ations in French with greater independence. Students will develop their listening, speak-
ing, reading, and writing skills, as well as their creative and critical thinking skills, through
responding to and exploring a variety of oral and written texts. They will also broaden
their understanding and appreciation of diverse French-speaking communities and will
develop skills necessary for lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: FSF2D1/B

Core French FSF4U1/B

Grade 12 University/IB

This course provides extensive opportunities for students to speak and interact in French
independently. Students will develop their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills,
apply language strategies in a wide variety of real-life situations, and develop their cre-
ative and critical thinking skills through responding to and interacting with a variety of
oral and written texts. They will also enrich their understanding and appreciation of di-
verse French-speaking communities, and will develop skills necessary for lifelong lan-
guage learning.

Prerequisite: FSF3U1/B
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GUIDANCE AND CAREER EDUCATION

Career Studies GLC205

Grade 10 (1/2 credit) Open

This course gives students the opportunity to develop the skills, knowledge, and hab-
its that will support them in their education and career/life planning. Students will learn
about global work trends, and seek opportunities within the school and community to
expand and strengthen their transferable skills and their ability to adapt to the changing
world of work. On the basis of exploration, reflective practice, and decision-making pro-
cesses, students will make connections between their skills, interests, and values and
their postsecondary options, whether in apprenticeship training, college, community liv-
ing, university, or the workplace. They will set goals and create a plan for their first post-
secondary year. As part of their preparation for the future, they will learn about personal
financial management — including the variety of saving and borrowing tools available
to them and how to use them to their advantage — and develop a budget for their first
year after secondary school. This course will include a mandatory unit on mental health
literacy.

Prerequisite: None

Creating Opportunities through Cooperative Education DCO30C

Grade 11 (2 Credits) Open

This course consists of a community-connected experience and a cooperative education
curriculum focused on developing skills, knowledge and habits of mind that will support
students in their learning at school and beyond, today and in the future, as well as in
their education and career/life planning. Within the context of the community-connected
experience, students will apply skills, knowledge and habits of mind that will protect
and promote their health, safety and well-being and that will strengthen their inquiry,
decision-making and leadership skills. Students will create and implement a learning
plan that meets their particular interests and needs, reflect on their learning, and make
connections between their experience in the community and other aspects of their lives.
Prerequisite: None

Cooperative Education Linked to a Related Course(s) COP4X2

Grade 12 (2 Credits) Open

This course consists of a community-connected experience and a cooperative education
curriculum that incorporates relevant expectations from the student’s related course (or
courses). Students will develop skills, knowledge and habits of mind that will support
them in their learning at school and beyond, today and in the future, as well as in their
education and career/life planning. Within the context of the community-connected ex-
perience, students will apply, extend, and refine skills and knowledge acquired in their
related course or courses and will apply skills, knowledge and habits of mind that will
protect and promote their health, safety, and well-being. They will reflect on their learn-
ing, and make connections between their experience in the community and other aspects
of their lives.

Prerequisite: None

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Healthy Living and Large-Group PAL102
Activities - Volleyball Academy
Grade 9 (2 Credits) University

This course equips students with the knowledge and skills they need to make healthy
choices now and lead healthy, active lives in the future. Through participation in a wide
range of physical activities, students develop knowledge and skills related to movement
competence and personal fitness that provide a foundation for active living. Students also
acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that contribute to healthy development
and learn how their own well-being is affected by, and affects, the world around them.
Students build their sense of self, learn to interact positively with others, and develop
their ability to think critically and creatively. The focus of this course is volleyball.
Prerequisite: None

Healthy Living and Large-Group PAL202
Activities - Volleyball Academy
Grade 10 (2 Credits) University

This course enables students to further develop the knowledge and skills they need to
make healthy choices now and lead healthy, active lives in the future. Through participa-
tion in a wide range of physical activities, students develop knowledge and skills relat-
ed to movement competence and personal fitness that provide a foundation for active
living. Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that contribute
to healthy development and learn how their own well-being is affected by, and affects,
the world around them. Students build their sense of self, learn to interact positively with
others, and develop their ability to think critically and creatively. The focus of this course
is volleyball.

Prerequisite: None



Healthy Active Living Education - Co-Ed PPL201

Grade 10 Open

This course enables students to further develop the knowledge and skills they need to
make healthy choices now and lead healthy, active lives in the future. Through participa-
tion in a wide range of physical activities, students develop knowledge and skills related
to movement competence and personal fitness that provide a foundation for active liv-
ing. Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that contribute to
healthy development and learn how their own well-being is affected by, and affects, the
world around them. Students build their sense of self, learn to interact positively with
others, and develop their ability to think critically and creatively.

Prerequisite: None

Healthy Active Living Education - Co-Ed PPL301

Grade 11 Open

This course enables students to further develop the knowledge and skills they need to
make healthy choices now and lead healthy, active lives in the future. Through participa-
tion in a wide range of physical activities and exposure to a broader range of activity set-
tings, students enhance their movement competence, personal fitness, and confidence.
Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that contribute to healthy
development and learn how their own well-being is affected by, and affects, the world
around them. Students build their sense of self, learn to interact positively with others,
and develop their ability to think critically and creatively.

Prerequisite: None

Healthy Living and Personal and Fitness Activities - Co-Ed PAF301
Grades 11/12 Open

This course focuses on the development of a healthy lifestyle through the introduction
of lifelong fitness activities in a non-competitive classroom environment. Through the
development of skills and practice in yoga, aerobics, swimming and aquabics, and a
variety of athletic training methods, students will explore personal fitness goal-setting
and lifelong physical well-being. This course will study the importance of nutrition and
healthy eating, anatomy and physiology of the body, the importance of a healthy body
image, and different techniques to improve fitness primarily utilizing the school facilities
and equipment.

Prerequisite: None

Health for Life PPZ3CE

Grades 11/12 - eLearning College

This course enables students to examine the factors that influence their own health
practices and behaviours as well as those factors that contribute to the development
of healthy communities. It emphasizes the concept of wellness, which addresses all as-
pects of well-being — physical, cognitive, emotional, spiritual, and social — and promotes
healthy eating, physical activity, and building and maintaining a positive sense of self.
Students will develop the skills necessary to make healthy choices and create a personal
wellness plan. They will also design initiatives that encourage others to lead healthy, ac-
tive lives. The course prepares students for college programs in health sciences, fitness,
wellness, and health promotion.

Prerequisite: None

Healthy Active Living Education - Co-Ed PPL40O1

Grade 12 Open

This course enables students to further develop the knowledge and skills they need to
make healthy choices. It places special emphasis on how students can maintain the hab-
its of healthy, active living throughout their lives as they make the transition to adulthood
and independent living. Through participation in a wide range of physical activities in a
variety of settings, students can enhance their movement competence, personal fitness,
and confidence. Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that
contribute to healthy development and learn how their own well-being is affected by,
and affects, the world around them. Students build their sense of self, learn to interact
positively with others, and develop their ability to think critically and creatively.
Prerequisite: None

Introductory Kinesiology PSK4UE

Grade 12 - eLearning University

This course focuses on the study of human movement and of systems, factors, and
principles in human development. Students will learn about the effects of
physical activity on health and performance, the evolution of physical activity and sport,
and the physiological, psychological, and social factors that influence an individual’s
participation in physical activity and sport. The course prepares students for university
programs in physical education and health, kinesiology, health sciences, health studies,
recreation, and sports administration.

Prerequisite: Any Grade 11 university or university/college preparation course in sci-
ence, or any Grade 11 or 12 course in health and physical education

MATHEMATICS

Principles of Mathematics MPM2D1/B

Grade 10 Academic/IB

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of relationships and extend
their problem-solving and algebraic skills through investigation, the effective use of tech-
nology, and abstract reasoning. Students will explore quadratic relationships and their ap-
plications; solve and apply linear systems; verify properties of geometric figures using ana-
lytic geometry; and investigate the trigonometry of right and acute triangles. Students will
reason mathematically as they solve multi-step problems and communicate their thinking.
Prerequisite: MTH1W1/A/B

Foundations of Mathematics MFM2P1

Grade 10 Applied

This course enables students to consolidate their understanding of relationships and ex-
tend their problem-solving and algebraic skills through investigation, the effective use of
technology, and hands-on activities. Students will develop and graph equations in analytic
geometry; solve and apply linear systems, using real-life examples; and explore and in-
terpret graphs of quadratic relationships. Students will investigate similar triangles, the
trigonometry of right-angled triangles, and the measurement of three-dimensional objects.
Students will consolidate their mathematical skills as they solve problems and communi-
cate their thinking.

Prerequisite: MTH1W1

Mathematics MAT2L1

Grade 10 Locally Developed

This course emphasizes further development of mathematical knowledge and skills to
prepare students for success in their everyday lives, in the workplace, and in the Grade
11 Mathematics Workplace course. The course is organized in three strands related to
money sense, measurement, and proportional reasoning. In all strands, the focus is on
developing and consolidating key foundational mathematical concepts and skills by solv-
ing authentic, everyday problems. Students have opportunities to further develop their
mathematical literacy and problem-solving skills and to continue developing their skills in
reading, writing, and oral language through relevant and practical math activities.
Prerequisite: MAT1L1 or MTH1W1

Functions MCR3U1/B

Grade 11 University/IB

This course introduces the mathematical concept of the function by extending students’
experiences with linear and quadratic relations. Students will investigate properties of
discrete and continuous functions, including trigonometric and exponential functions;
represent functions numerically, algebraically, and graphically; solve problems involving
applications of functions; and develop facility in simplifying polynomial and rational ex-
pressions. Students will reason mathematically and communicate their thinking as they
solve multi-step problems.

Prerequisite: MPM2D1/B

Functions and Applications MCF3M1

Grade 11 University/College

This course introduces basic features of the function by extending students’ experiences
with quadratic relations. It focuses on quadratic, trigonometric, and exponential functions
and their use in modelling real-world situations. Students will represent functions num-
erically, graphically, and algebraically; simplify expressions; solve equations; and solve
problems relating to financial and trigonometric applications. Students will reason math-
ematically and communicate their thinking as they solve multi-step problems.
Prerequisite: MPM2D1 or MFM2P1

Foundations for College Mathematics MBF3C1/E

Grade 11 College/eLearning

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as a prob-
lem-solving tool in the real world. Students will extend their understanding of quadratic
relations, as well as of measurement and geometry; investigate situations involving ex-
ponential growth; solve problems involving compound interest; solve financial problems
connected with vehicle ownership; and develop their ability to reason by collecting, ana-
lysing, and evaluating data involving one or two variables. Students will consolidate their
mathematical skills as they solve problems and communicate their thinking.

Prerequisite: MFM2P1
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Mathematics for Work and Everyday Life MEL3E1

Grade 11 Workplace

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as it is
applied in the workplace and daily life. Students will solve problems associated with
earning money, paying taxes, and making purchases; apply calculations of simple
and compound interest in saving, investing, and borrowing; and calculate the costs of
transportation and travel in a variety of situations. Students will consolidate their math-
ematical skills as they solve problems and communicate their thinking.

Prerequisite: MTHIW1 or MAT2L1

dvanced Functions MHF4U1/B

Grade 12 University/IB

This course extends students’ experiences with functions. Students will investigate the
properties of polynomial, rational, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions; broaden
their understanding of rates of change; and develop facility in applying these concepts
and skills. Students will also refine their use of the mathematical processes necessary
for success in senior mathematics. This course is intended both for students who plan to
study mathematics in university and for those wishing to consolidate their understand-
ing of mathematics before proceeding to any one of a variety of university programs
Prerequisite: MCR3U1/B or MCT4C1

Calculus and Vectors MCV4U1/B/E

Grade 12 University/IB/eLearning
This course builds on students’ experience with functions and their developing under-
standing of rates of change. Students will solve problems involving geometric and alge-
braic representations of vectors, and representations of lines and planes in three-dimen-
sional space; broaden their understanding of rates of change to include the derivatives
of polynomial, rational, exponential, and sinusoidal functions; and apply these concepts
and skills to the modelling of real-world relationships. Students will also refine their
use of the mathematical processes necessary for success in senior mathematics. This
course in intended for students who plan to study mathematics in university and who
may choose to pursue careers in fields such as physics and engineering.

Prerequisite: MHF4U1 or 4UB can be taken concurrently with or can precede MC-
V4u1/B

Data Management MDM4U1

Grade 12 University

This course broadens students’ understanding of mathematics as it relates to managing
data. Students will apply methods for organizing large amounts of information; solve
problems involving probability and statistics; and carry out a culminating project that
integrates statistical concepts and skills. Students will also refine their use of the math-
ematical processes necessary for success in senior mathematics. Students planning to
enter university programs in business, the social sciences, and the humanities will find
this course of particular interest.

Prerequisite: MCF3M1 or MCR3U1/B

Foundations for College Mathematics MAP4C1

Grade 12 College

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of real-world applications
of mathematics. Students will analyse data using statistical methods; solve problems in-
volving applications of geometry and trigonometry; solve financial problems connected
with annuities, budgets, and renting or owning accommodation; simplify expressions;
and solve equations. Students will reason mathematically and communicate their think-
ing as they solve multi-step problems. This course prepares students for college pro-
grams in areas such as business, health sciences, and human services, and for certain
skilled trades.

Prerequisite: MBF3C1 or MCF3M1

SCIENCE

Science SNC2D1/B

Grade 10 Academic/IB

This course enables students to develop their understanding of basic concepts in biol-
ogy, chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and to relate science to tech-
nology, society, and the environment. Students are also given opportunities to further
develop their scientific investigation skills. Students will plan and conduct investiga-
tions and develop their understanding of scientific theories related to the connections
between cells and systems in animals and plants; chemical reactions, with a particular
focus on acid-base reactions; forces that affect climate and climate change; and the
interaction of light and matter.

Prerequisite: SNC1W1/B
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Science SNC2P1

Grade 10 Applied

This course enables students to develop a deeper understanding of concepts in biology,
chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and to apply their knowledge of science
in real - world situations. Students are given opportunities to develop further practical
skills in scientific investigations. Students will plan and conduct investigations into every-
day problems and issues related to human cells and body systems; chemical reactions;
factors affecting climate change; and the interaction of light and matter.

Prerequisite: SNC1W1

Biology

Biology SBI3U1/B/E

Grade 11 University/IB/eLearning
This course furthers students’ understanding of the processes that occur in biological
systems. Students will study theory and conduct investigations in the areas of biodivers-
ity; evolution; genetic processes; the structure and function of animals; and the anatomy,
growth and function of plants. The course focuses on the theoretical aspects of the topics
under study, and helps students refine skills related to scientific investigation.
Prerequisite: SNC2D1/B

Biology SBI3C1

Grade 11 College

This course focuses on the processes that occur in biological systems. Students will learn
concepts and theories as they conduct investigations in the areas of cellular biology, micro-
biology, genetics, the anatomy of mammals, and the structure of plants and their role in
the natural environment. Emphasis will be placed on the practical application of concepts,
and on the skills needed for further study in various branches of the life sciences and
related fields.

Prerequisite: SNC2D1 or 2P1

Biology SBI4U1/B

Grade 12 University/IB

This course provides students with the opportunity for indepth study of the concepts and
processes that occur in biological systems. Students will study theory and conduct inves-
tigations in the areas of biochemistry, metabolic processes, molecular genetics, homeo-
stasis, and population dynamics. Emphasis will be placed on the achievement of detailed
knowledge and the refinement of laboratory skills needed for further study in various
branches of the life sciences and related fields.

Prerequisite: SBI3U1/B

Chemistry

Chemistry SCH3U1/B/E

Grade 11 University/IB/eLearning
This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the
study of the properties of chemicals and chemical bonds; chemical reactions and quanti-
tative relationships in those reactions; solutions and solubility; and atmospheric chemistry
and the behaviour of gases. Students will further develop their analytical skills and inves-
tigate the qualitative and quantitative properties of matter, as well as the impact of some
common chemical reactions on society and the environment.

Prerequisite: SNC2D1/B
Chemistry SCH4U1/B/E
Grade 12 - eLearning University/IB/

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the
study of organic chemistry, the structure and properties of matter, energy changes and
rates of reaction, equilibrium in chemical systems, and electrochemistry. Students will fur-
ther develop their problem solving and investigation skills as they investigate chemical
processes, and will refine their ability to communicate scientific information. Emphasis will
be placed on the importance of chemistry in everyday life and on evaluating the impact of
chemical technology on the environment.

Prerequisite: SCH3U1/B
Chemistry SCHACE
Grade 12 - eLearning College

This course enables students to develop an understanding of chemistry through the study
of matter and qualitative analysis, organic chemistry, electrochemistry, chemical calcula-
tions, and chemistry as it related to the quality of the environment. Students will use a
variety of laboratory techniques, develop skills in data collection and scientific analysis,
and communicate scientific information using appropriate terminology. Emphasis will be
placed on the role of chemistry in daily life and the effects of technological applications
and processes on society and the environment.

Prerequisite: SNC2D1 or 2P1



Physics

Physics SPH3U1/B

Grade 11 University/IB

This course develops students’ understanding of the basic concepts of physics. Students
will explore kinematics, with an emphasis on linear motion; different kinds of forces; energy
transformations; the properties of mechanical waves and sound; and electricity and mag-
netism. They will enhance their scientific investigation skills as they test laws of physics. In
addition, they will analyse the interrelationships between physics and technology, and con-
sider the impact of technological applications of physics on society and the environment.
Prerequisite: SNC2D1/B

Physics SPH4U1/B/E

Grade 12- elearning University/IB

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of physics concepts and
theories. Students will continue their exploration of energy transformations and the forces
that affect motion, and will investigate electrical, gravitational, and magnetic fields and
electromagnetic radiation. Students will also explore the wave nature of light, quantum
mechanics, and special relativity. They will further develop their scientific investigation
skills, learning, for example, how to analyse qualitatively and quantitatively, data relating
to a variety of physics concepts and principles. Students will also consider the impact of
technological applications of physics on society and the environment.

Prerequisite: SPH3U1/B

Physics SPHACE

Grade 12 - eLearning College

This course develops students’ understanding of the basic concepts of physics. Students
will explore these concepts with respect to motion; mechanical, electrical, electromagnet-
ic, energy transformation, hydraulic, and pneumatic systems; and the operation of com-
monly used tools and machines. They will develop their scientific investigation skills as
they test laws of physics and solve both assigned problems and those emerging from their
investigations. Students will also consider the impact of technological applications of phys-
ics on society and the environment.

Prerequisite: SNC2P1 or SNC2D1/B

Environmental Science

Environmental Science SVN3M1

Grade 11 University/College

This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge and skills related to en-
vironmental science that will help them succeed in life after secondary school. Students
will explore a range of topics, including the role of science in addressing contemporary
environmental challenges; the impact of the environment on human health; sustainable
agriculture and forestry; the reduction and management of waste; and the conservation
of energy. Students will increase their scientific and environmental literacy and examine
the interrelationships between science, the environment, and society in a variety of areas.
Prerequisite: SNC2P1 or 2D1

Environmental Science SVN3E1

Grade 11 Workplace

This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of and skills relating to
environmental science that will help them succeed in work and life after secondary school.
Students will explore a range of topics, including the impact of human activities on the
environment; human health and the environment; energy conservation; resource science
and management; and safety and environmental responsibility in the workplace. Emphasis
is placed on relevant, practical applications and current topics in environmental science,
with attention to the refinement of students’ literacy and mathematical literacy skills as well
as the development of their scientific and environmental literacy.

Prerequisite: SNC1W1 or SNC1L1

SOCIAL SCIENCES AND HUMANITIES
Family Studies

Food and Nutrition HFN201

Grade 9 or 10 Open

This course focuses on guidelines for making nutritious food choices. Students will in-
vestigate factors that influence food choices, including beliefs, attitudes, current trends,
traditional eating patterns, food marketing strategies, and individual needs. Students will
also explore the environmental impact of a variety of food choices at the local and global
level. The course provides students with opportunities to develop food preparation skills
and introduces them to the use of social science research methods in the area of food
and nutrition.

Prerequisite: None

Food and Culture HFC3E1

Grade 11 Workplace

This course focuses on the flavours, aromas, cooking techniques, foods, and cultural
traditions of world cuisines. Students will demonstrate the ability to cook with ingredi-
ents and equipment from a range of cultures, describe food-related etiquette in a var-
iety of countries and cultures, and explore ways in which Canadian food choices and
traditions have been influenced by other cultures. Students will have opportunities to
develop practical skills and apply research skills as they investigate foods and food prac-
tices from around the world.

Prerequisite: None

General Social Science

Housing and Home Design HLS301

Grade 11 Open

This course introduces students to a range of issues related to housing and home de-
sign. Students will learn about the needs that housing fulfils; housing options; home
maintenance and safety; and environmental, economic, legal, and social considerations
related to housing. They will use the elements and principles of design to analyse design
and decorating decisions. Students will develop research skills as they investigate issues
related to housing and home design.

Prerequisite: None

Raising Healthy Children HPC30E

Grade 11- eLearning Open

This course focuses on the skills and knowledge parents, guardians, and caregivers
need, with particular emphasis on maternal health, pregnancy, birth, and the early years
of human development (birth to six years old). Through study and practical experience,
students will learn how to meet the developmental needs of young children, communi-
cate with them, and effectively guide their early behaviour. Students will develop their
research skills through investigations related to caregiving and child rearing.
Prerequisite: None

Introduction to Anthropology, Psychology, and Sociology HSP3U1

Grade 11 University

This course provides students with opportunities to think critically about theories, ques-
tions, and issues related to anthropology, psychology, and sociology. Students will de-
velop an understanding of the approaches and research methods used by social scien-
tists. They will be given opportunities to explore theories from a variety of perspectives,
to conduct social science, and to become familiar with current thinking on a range of
issues within the three disciplines.

Prerequisite: ENG2D1/B or CHC2D1/B

Introduction to Anthropology, Psychology, and Sociology HSP3C1

Grade 11 College

This course introduces students to theories, questions, and issues related to anthropol-
ogy, psychology, and sociology. Students learn about approaches and research methods
used by social scientists. Students will be given opportunities to apply theories from a
variety of perspectives, to conduct social science research, and to become familiar with
current issues within the three disciplines.

Prerequisite: None
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Challenge and Change in Society HSB4UE

Grade 12 - eLearning University

This course focuses on the use of social science theories, perspectives, and methodolo-
gies to investigate and explain shifts in knowledge, attitudes, beliefs, and behaviour and
their impact on society. Students will critically analyse how and why cultural, social, and
behavioural patterns change over time. They will explore the ideas of social theorists and
use those ideas to analyse causes of and responses to challenges such as technological
change, deviance, and global inequalities. Students will explore ways in which social sci-
ence research methods can be used to study social change.

Prerequisite: Any university, or university/college preparation course in social sci-
ences and humanities, English, or Canadian and world studies.

Human Development Throughout the Lifespan HHG4M1/E

Grade 12 - In Class or eLearning University/College

This course offers a multidisciplinary approach to the study of human development
throughout the lifespan. Students will learn about a range of theoretical perspectives on
human development. They will examine threats to healthy development as well as pro-
tective factors that promote resilience. Students will learn about physical, cognitive, and
social-emotional development from the prenatal period through old age and will develop
their research and inquiry skills by investigating issues related to human development.
Prerequisite: Any university, college, or university/college preparation course in social
sciences and humanities, English, or Canadian and world studies.

Personal Life Management HIP401

Grade 12 Open

This course focuses on preparing students for living independently and working success-
fully with others. Students will learn to manage their personal resources to meet their basic
needs for food, clothing, and housing. They will also learn about their personal, legal,
and financial responsibilities and develop and apply interpersonal skills in order to make
wise and responsible personal and occupational choices. Students will apply research and
inquiry skills while investigating topics related to personal life management. The course
emphasizes the achievement of expectations through practical experiences.
Prerequisite: None

Philosophy

Philosophy: Questions and Theories HZT4U1/B

Grade 12 University/IB

This course enables students to acquire an understanding of the nature of philosophy and
philosophical reasoning skills and to develop and apply their knowledge and skills while
exploring specialized branches of philosophy (the course will cover at least three of the
following branches: metaphysics, ethics, epistemology, philosophy of science, social and
political philosophy, aesthetics). Students will develop critical thinking and philosophical
reasoning skills as they formulate and evaluate arguments related to a variety of philo-
sophical questions and theories. They will also develop research and inquiry skills related
to the study and practice of philosophy.

Prerequisite: Any university or university/college preparation course in social sci-
ences and humanities, English, or Canadian and world studies

TECHNOLOGICAL EDUCATION
Communications Technology

Communications Technology TGJ201

Grade 10 Open

This course introduces students to communications technology from a media perspective.
Students will work in the areas of TV, video and movie production, print and graphic com-
munications, photography, and animation. Student projects may include computer-based
activities such as creating videos, editing photos, working with audio, cartooning, develop-
ing animations, and designing web pages. Students will be learning in a modern, dynamic
environment using industry-standard technology and software (Adobe Master Collection
Cs6). Students will also develop an awareness of environmental and societal issues relat-
ed to communications technology and explore secondary and post-secondary education
and training pathways and career opportunities in the various communications technology
fields.

Prerequisite: None
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Communications Technology: Interactive Media TGJ3M1/E

Grade 11 U/C/eLearning

This course examines communications technology from a digital media perspective. Stu-
dents will work both independently and as part of a team to design and produce dynamic
cross-media products in a project-driven studio environment. Students will work with
latest in industry-standard software including Adobe’s Master Collection CS6 (Photoshop,
lllustrator, InDesign, Flash, Premiere). Other projects may include TV, video, and movie
production; print and graphic communications; photography; digital imaging; broadcast
journalism; and interactive web design. Students will also develop an awareness of relat-
ed environmental and societal issues, and will explore college and university programs
and career opportunities in the various communications technology fields.

Prerequisite: None

Communications Technology: Interactive Media TGJAM1

Grade 12 University/College

This course enables students to further develop digital media knowledge and skills while
designing and producing dynamic cross-media and multi-disciplinary projects Students
will continue expand their skills and knowledge in a project-driven studio environment.
Students will work with latest in industry standard software Adobe’s Master Collection
CS6 (Photoshop, lllustrator, InDesign, Flash, Premiere). Other project may include TV,
video and movie production; graphic communications; photography; digital imaging;
broadcast journalism; green-screen filming; and interactive web design. Students will
also expand their awareness of environmental and societal issues related to communi-
cations technology, and will investigate career opportunities and challenges in a rapidly
changing technological environment.
Prerequisite: TGJ3M1

Communications Technology: Print and Graphic TGG3M1

Communication (Yearbook)

Grade 11 University/College

This course enables students to develop media knowledge and skills while designing and
producing the school yearbook and other projects in the area of graphic communications.
Students will work both independently and as part of a team learning the basics of jour-
nalism, layout and design, photography, publishing, marketing and advertising through
the production of the school yearbook and newsletters. Classroom activities will be close-
ly related to the real world of interviewing, reporting, photographing, meeting deadlines
and producing both paper and online publications. Students will also develop an aware-
ness of related environmental and societal issues and explore college and university pro-
grams and career opportunities in the various communications technology fields.
Prerequisite: None

Communications Technology: Print and Graphic TGG4M1

Communication (Yearbook)

Grade 12 University/College

This course enables students to further develop media knowledge and skills while de-
signing and producing the school yearbook and other projects in the area of graphic
communications. Students will work both independently and as part of a team gaining
expertise in the areas of digital workflow, photo composition, journalism, layout design
and publishing in both print and web-based environments. Practical projects may include
yearbook cover design, layouts, photo journalism, web galleries, and portfolio develop-
ment. Classroom activities continue to reflect the real world of interviewing, reporting,
photographing, meeting deadlines, and producing publications. Students will also ex-
pand their awareness of environmental and societal issues related to communications
technology and will investigate career opportunities and challenges in a rapidly changing
technological environment.

Prerequisite: TGG3M1

Computer Technology
Computer Engineering Technology TEJ3M1
Grade 11 University/College

Design, program, and battle robots while learning about computer hardware and elec-
tronics. This course examines computer systems and control of external devices. Stu-
dents will become familiar with electronic concepts and configuring appropriate hard-
ware and software. Students will develop knowledge and skills in electronics, robotics,
programming, and networks, and will build systems that use computer programs and
interfaces to control and/or respond to external devices. Students will develop an aware-
ness of environmental and societal issues related to the use of computers, and will learn
about college and university programs leading to careers in computer engineering.
Prerequisite: None



Computer Engineering Technology TEJAM1

Grade 12 University/College
Design, program, and battle robots while further exploring computer hardware and elec-
tronics. This course extends students’ understanding of computer systems and computer
interfacing with external devices. Students will assemble computer systems by installing
and configuring appropriate hardware and software, and will learn more about funda-
mental concepts of electronics, robotics, programming, and networks. Students will
examine environmental and societal issues related to the use of computers, and explore
post secondary pathways leading to careers in computer engineering and related fields.
Prerequisite: TEJ3M1

Construction Technology

Construction Technology TCJ201

Grade 10 Open

This course introduces students to building materials and processes through opportun-
ities to design and build various construction projects. Students will to create and read
working drawings; become familiar with common construction materials, components,
and processes; and perform a variety of fabrication, assembly, and finishing operations.
They will use a variety of hand and power tools and apply knowledge of imperial and
metric systems of measurement, as appropriate. Students will develop an awareness of
environmental and societal issues related to construction technology, and will explore
secondary and post secondary pathways leading to careers in the industry.
Prerequisite: None

Construction Technology TCJ3C1/3E1

Grade 11 College/Workplace

This course enables students to develop technical knowledge and skills related to car-
pentry, masonry, electrical systems, heating and cooling, and plumbing for residential
construction. Students will gain hands on experience using a variety of materials, pro-
cesses, tools, and equipment to design, lay out, and build projects. They will create
and read technical drawings, learn construction terminology, interpret building codes
and regulations, and apply mathematical skills as they develop construction projects.
Students will also develop an awareness of environmental and societal issues related
to construction technology, and explore post secondary and career opportunities in the
field. Students will build an Adirondack Chair and a Garden Shed.

Prerequisite: None

Construction Technology - Custom Woodworking TWJ3E1

Grade 11 Workplace

This course enables students to further develop knowledge and skills related to the plan-
ning, design, and construction of residential and/or commercial cabinets and furniture.
Students will gain further experience in the safe use of common woodworking materials,
tools, equipment, finishes, and hardware, and will learn about the entrepreneurial skills
needed to establish and operate a custom woodworking business. Students will also ex-
pand their awareness of health and safety issues and environmental and societal issues
related to woodworking, and will explore career opportunities that may be pursued dir-
ectly after graduation.

Prerequisite: None

Construction Technology TCJ4C1/4E1

Grade 12 College/Workplace

This course enables students to further develop technical knowledge and skills related
to residential construction and to explore light commercial construction. Students will
continue to gain hands-on experience using a variety of materials, processes, tools, and
equipment; create and interpret construction drawings; and learn more about building
design and project planning. They will expand their knowledge of terminology, codes and
regulations, and health and safety standards related to residential and light commercial
construction. Students will also expand their awareness of environmental and societal
issues related to construction technology, and will explore entrepreneurship and career
opportunities in the industry that may be pursued directly after graduation.
Prerequisite: TCJ3E1 or TCJ3C1

Design Technology

Technological Design (Board Game Design) TDJ201

Grade 10 Open

Analyze, build and playtest board, card, and video games while learning to utilize the
design process. This course provides students with opportunities to apply a design
process to meet a variety of technological challenges. Students will research projects,
create designs, build models and/or prototypes, and assess products and/or processes
using appropriate tools, techniques, and strategies. Student projects will include designs
for card games, board games, video games, physical structures, vehicles, and other
products. Student projects may include designs for homes, vehicles, bridges, robotic
arms, clothing, or other products. Students will develop an awareness of environmental
and societal issues related to technological design, and will learn about secondary and
postsecondary education and training leading to careers in the field.

Prerequisite: None

Health and Personal Services

Health Care TPJ3M1

Grade 11 University/College

This course focuses on the development of knowledge and skills that will benefit students
planning a career in the health care field. Students will learn about human anatomy and
physiology, homeostasis, vital signs, disease prevention and treatment, how lifestyle
choices affect health and well-being, and conventional and complementary methods of
disease prevention and treatment. Students will develop an awareness of workers’ health
and safety issues, environmental and societal issues and will begin to explore secondary
and post secondary pathways leading to careers in the field.

Prerequisite: None

Health Care TPJ3C1

Grade 11 College

This course focuses on the development of knowledge and skills that will benefit students
planning a career in the health care field. Students will learn about human anatomy and
physiology, homeostasis, vital signs, disease prevention and treatment, how lifestyle
choices affect health and well-being, and conventional and complementary methods of
disease prevention and treatment.

Health Care TPJ4C1

Grade 12 College

This course focuses on the development clinical skills needed to assess general health
status. Students will learn about accepted health care practices and about how to perform
various basic procedures, using appropriate instruments and equipment. They will learn
about the human immune system, pathology, and disease prevention and treatment. Stu-
dents will also expand their awareness of workers’ health and safety issues, environmental
and societal issues related to health care, and post secondary destinations in the field.
Prerequisite: TPJ3C1

Manufacturing Technology

Manufacturing Technology TMJ201

Grade 10 Open

This course introduces students to the manufacturing industry by giving them an oppor-
tunity to design and fabricate products using a variety of processes, tools, and equipment
with an emphasis on welding. Students will learn about technical drawing, properties and
preparation of materials, and manufacturing techniques. Student projects may include a
robotic challenge, a design challenge, or a fabrication project involving processes such
as machining, welding, vacuum forming, or injection moulding. Students will develop an
awareness of environmental and societal issues related to manufacturing and will learn
about secondary and post secondary pathways leading to careers in the industry.
Prerequisite: None
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Manufacturing Technology (2 Credits) TMJ3C2

Grade 11 College

This hands-on, project-based course is designed for students planning to enter an occu-
pation or apprenticeship in manufacturing directly after graduation. Students will work
on a variety of manufacturing projects, developing knowledge and skills in design, fab-
rication, and problem solving and using tools and equipment such as welding machines.
In addition, students may have the opportunity to acquire industry-standard certification
and training. Students will develop an awareness of environmental and societal issues
related to manufacturing and will learn about secondary school pathways that lead to
careers in the industry.

Prerequisite: None

Manufacturing Technology (2 Credits) TMJ3E2

Grade 11 Workplace

This hands-on, project-based course is designed for students planning to enter an occu-
pation or apprenticeship in manufacturing directly after graduation. Students will work
on a variety of manufacturing projects, developing knowledge and skills in design, fab-
rication, and problem solving and using tools and equipment such as welding machines.
In addition, students may have the opportunity to acquire industry-standard certification
and training. Students will develop an awareness of environmental and societal issues
related to manufacturing and will learn about secondary school pathways that lead to
careers in the industry.

Prerequisite: None

Manufacturing Technology: Welding (2 Credits) TMJ4C2

Grade 12 Workplace

Prerequisite: TMJ3C2

Manufacturing Technology: Welding (2 Credits) TMJ4E2

Grade 12 Workplace

This project-driven, hands-on course builds on students’ experiences in manufacturing
technology. Students will further develop knowledge and skills related to the use of
welding machines, and other related tools and equipment as they design and fabricate
solutions to a variety of technological challenges in manufacturing. Students may have
opportunities to acquire industry-standard training and certification. Students will ex-
pand their awareness of environmental and societal issues and of career opportunities
in the manufacturing industry.

Prerequisite: TMJ3E2

Transportation Technology

Transportation Technology T1J201

Grade 10 Open

This course introduces students to the service and maintenance of vehicles, aircraft,
and/or watercraft. Students will develop knowledge and skills related to the construc-
tion and operation of vehicle/craft systems and learn maintenance and repair tech-
niques. Student projects may include the construction of a self-propelled vehicle or
craft, engine service, tire/wheel service, electrical/battery service, and proper body
care. Students will develop an awareness of related environmental and societal issues
and will explore secondary and post secondary pathways leading to careers in the trans-
portation industry.

Prerequisite: None

Transportation Technology: Auto Service TTA3C1

Grade 11 College

This course enables students to develop technical knowledge and skills as they study,
test, service, and repair engine, electrical, suspension, brake, and steering systems on
vehicles. Students will develop communication and teamwork skills through practical
tasks, using a variety of tools and equipment. Students will develop an awareness of
environmental and societal issues related to transportation and will learn about appren-
ticeship and college programs leading to careers in the transportation industry.
Prerequisite: None
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Transportation Technology: Vehicle Ownership TTJ301

Grade 11 Open

This general interest course enables students to become familiar with the options and
features of various vehicles, issues of registration, and the legal requirements affecting
vehicle owners. Students will also learn about vehicle financing and insurance, vehicle
maintenance, emergency procedures, and the responsibilities of being a vehicle owner.
Students will develop an awareness of environmental and societal issues related to
vehicle ownership and use, and will explore career opportunities in the transportation
industry.

Prerequisite: None

Transportation Technology: Auto Service TTA4C1/TTJ4E1

Grade 12 College/Workplace

This course enables students to further develop technical knowledge and skills as they
study, test, service, and repair engine management systems; power trains; steering/
control, suspension; brake, and body systems on vehicles, aircraft, and/or watercraft;
and/or small engine products. Students will refine communication and teamwork skills
through practical tasks, using a variety of tools and equipment. Students will expand
their awareness of environmental and societal issues related to transportation and their
knowledge of apprenticeship and college programs leading to careers in the transpor-
tation industry.

Prerequisite: TTA3C1



Dual Credits

Secondary Credit + College Credit

Dual credits are defined as a high school credit and a college credit
earned at the same time. The opportunity to earn two credits simulta-
neously is available to senior students in programs that vary each year.

College Link (Alternative Program)

The College Link program will bring students into the college environ-
ment while completing their high school course requirements. College
Link emphasizes communication, literacy, and planning for the future.

Students will be enrolled in the dual credit course General Education
Elective while working on high school credits through an independent
learning model. Once a student has achieved that dual credit success-
fully they are then allowed to take up to three (3) college delivered
dual credit top up courses.

Team Taught Dual Credits

These programs are team taught by College and Secondary School

Aviation Link

TTLAC Transportation Technology: Light Aircraft (Grade 12) &

TP166 Aviation Studies 1 (College)

Students will be introduced to a variety of basic skills related to the aviation indus-
try. Students will have the opportunity to use aircraft simulators, classroom time,
and practicum in an actual aircraft maintenance hangar. This course is recommended
for students who are considering flight management, aviation technician, or aero-
space manufacturing engineering technician / technology as a future program.
Through a combination of theory and practical experience, students will gain the
background necessary to proceed with further study in a more advanced program.

Communication for Success Link

ENGAC English (Grade 12) & CS007 Persuasive Writing (College)

This course will focus on communication as it applies to students’ chosen career pathway,
with a specific focus on literacy skills necessary in the trades and technology programs
at the post secondary level. Students will learn how to express themselves clearly, cor-
rectly, and persuasively in written form through analytical reading and critical thinking
based on current issues and resources. This course will also help students to compile and
present research in essay form in an effective and coherent manner according to the APA
style of documentation. In particular, students will engage in pre-writing strategies to lo-
cate, sort and organize information for potential writing tasks; determine the relevancy
and appropriateness of topics; generate an outline for a report or presentation; edit and
proof-read written tasks; and publish a document according to accepted conventions.

TMJ4E Manufacturing Technology (Grade 12) or TMWAE (Welding) &

WC 126 Flat T-Joint Module (College) & TMJ4E/4C

In this course the students will identify the different welding procedures for T-Joints
in flat, horizontal, vertical and overhead positions. Welding exercises are demonstrated
using 6010-11 and 7018 electrodes in these positions and specific safety precautions for
overhead welding are addressed.

Change Your Life Through Learning

The College Now program is provided in partnership with the School College
Work Initiative (SCWI), the Thunder Bay Catholic District School Board, and
Lakehead Public Schools. Students can take “College Now" courses with an
opportunity to earn credits that count toward both a secondary school and
college diploma or certificate. Dual Credits let students “experience” college
courses while still in high school.

Students must be:

« 17 0r 18 years old in the graduating year;

«  working towards an Ontario Secondary School Diploma;

«  registered in a minimum of one high school credit in their home school;
and
approved by the school Principal.

In first semester, students have the opportunity to enroll in program specific
college classes as a dual credit student (top-up credit in an actual college class
with college students) as well as General Education Electives that are congre-
gated (only high school students).

Cooperative Education

Cooperative Education is a unique program for students, integrating academic and tech-
nical study with practical experience in business and industry.

This learning experience helps students make informed decisions about future ca-
reers. Students also develop the work habits, attitudes and job skills necessary for a
successful transition from secondary school to the workplace or post-secondary educa-
tion. Cooperative Education students are typically in the senior grades, have a variety
of post-secondary destinations: apprenticeship, college, university, work, and may be
studying in any subject area.

Cooperative education opportunities are available in all Lakehead Public High Schools.

Ontario Youth Apprenticeship
Program (OYAP)

All senior students can explore the career poten-
tial of the skilled trades with OYAP as their start
point. Over 140 skilled trades offer an oppor-
tunity to learn, work and enjoy occupations with
career flexibility and portability, professional
licensing, a wide range of further training oppor-
tunities, small business ownership and a diversi-
fied and valued skill set.

Students can begin to accumulate credit towards

an apprenticeship in their chosen skilled trade

while they complete the requirements of their high school education. Students who are
interested in participating in OYAP will need to choose cooperative education in their
Grade 11 and/or Grade 12 year. To participate, students must have completed 16 credits
and be at least 16 years of age.

An Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program (OYAP) student is a student who is earning
cooperative education credits for work experience in an apprenticeship occupation. The
student may or may not be formally registered as an apprentice while attending sec-
ondary school.

Focused Apprenticeship Skills Training (OYAP-FAST)

If you are interested in learning more about the skilled trades through cooperative
education, OYAP-FAST is an accelerated stream within OYAP that will allow students
in Grades 11 and 12 to participate in more apprenticeship learning through additional
co-operative education credits while completing their OSSD.

To participate in OYAP-FAST, students must:
Meet the OYAP eligibility requirements -15 years or older, have completed 14
credits toward 0SSD
Have signed parent/guardian consent to participate in OYAP-FAST

Completion requirements for OYAP-FAST include that a student has:

. Earned 8 to 11 cooperative education credits with their placement component in
the skilled trades.

. Registered as an apprentice (obtained a Registered Training Agreement (RTA)) by
the time they complete their eighth cooperative education credit.

Students who meet the above completion requirements and all other OSSD require-
ments will be awarded the OYAP-FAST seal on their OSSD.

Semester 2

The Army Reserve Co-op Program includes basic military training as an introduction to
life in the Canadian Forces, specific to the Army Reserve.

The Army Reserve units in Thunder Bay are: 736 Communications Squadron, which spe-
cializes in electronic communications; the Lake Superior Scottish Regiment, which is an
infantry unit; 18 Service Battalion, which specializes in transport, supply/logistics and
technical repair and maintenance; and 18 Field Ambulance, which specializes in health
care and trauma support services.

COP4XA

To be eligible, students must meet the following conditions:

. 16 years old prior to the starting date of the program;
A Canadian citizen;

. Have a minimum of 15 credits prior to the start of the program;
Enrolled in Semester 2 Co-op (afternoon);
Successfully complete the entrance requirements prior to December 1 of the school
year (physical, medical, aptitude);
Able to attend program from 1:00 p.m. - 5:30 p.m., Monday through Fri-
day and the occasional weekend training sessions, as well as the March Break.

Naval Reserve COP4XN

Summer Program (See Student Services)

The Naval Reserve Co-op Program includes introductory training to life in the Canadian
Forces, specifically the Canadian Naval Reserve. This means training to be part of the
crew of a Canadian Navy Ship, a member of a Port Security Unit, a Port Inspection Div-
ing Team or a Naval Intelligence Team. Students will work out of HMCS Griffon, Thunder
Bay's Naval Reserve Unit located on Algoma Street.

To be eligible students must meet the following conditions.
. 16 years old prior to the start date of the program;
A Canadian citizen;
Have a minimum of 15 credits prior to start date;
. Successfully complete the entrance requirements prior to the start (physical,
medical, aptitude);
Be able to attend program

Aviation Technology
COP4XV (4 credits) (TTL3C2/4C2, TTL3CC,/4CC)

Aviation Technology is a program that is taught at the Confederation College A.C.E.
Centre located at the Thunder Bay International Airport.

Grade 11 Semester 1 | Grade 12 Semester 2

Students will study aerodynamics, aircraft components, aircraft hardware and
materials, inspection procedures and methods, ground marshalling and handling of
aircraft, aircraft engines, and flight related subjects. Aviation Technology may include
a cooperative education component incorporating practical experience within the
aviation industry at the airport. This partnership between Lakehead Public Schools
and Confederation College will give students regular exposure to the College’s A.C.E.
Aviation facility. Included in the program are field trips to related industries such as air
traffic control, Bombardier and the Ministry of Natural Resources (CL415 Water Bomb-
ers.) All mathematics and physics requirements will be taught in the program.
